THE GARDEN DIRT

Wow, has it been a whirlwind first 5 weeks for the
garden! Mother Nature doesn 't wait for anybody, so
timing of the harvest often dictates when we have to
get our projects in.  You never know for sure when the
tomatoes will be ripe or the first frost will hit.

Ouir first group in the garden was Mrs. Dollaghan's 4th
grade. As 3rd graders they used a Native

American planting technique known as the 3 sisters.

This year they will be studying Native American culture

so we wanted to make a curriculum tie -in with the
garden. We talked about the planting technique, the
legend of the 3 sisters, nutritional value of the garden

(3 sisters are corn, beans a nd squash). A week later we
made a 3 sisters soup with the garden harvest. The kids
gobbled it up despite it being all veggies.

Mrs. Tierney's 4th grade class also explored the 3
sister & garden and were treated to yummy zucchini
bread made from the zuc chinis in the garden. We are
hoping to get the other 4th grade classes in the garden
soon.

Next it was salsa with all of  the 3rd grade classes. Our
guest chef from Steele Elementary , Andy Nowak,
(garden coordinator at Steele) led the kids through

salsa making from harvest to chip. It was a lively and
yummy learning experience for the kids.  There were no
issues with kids eating loads of tomatoes that were

simply cut up and mixed with a few other ingredients
(onion, cilantro, peppers, lime juice and atou ch of white
wine vinegar). Give them fabulous, garden - ripe
tomatoes and they will eat 'em up.

The 5th grade spent a very happy hour on a Friday
afternoon slicing and dicing tomatoes and basil to make
fabulous pizza margarita . Using a very simple recipe of
olive oil, garlic, tomatoes, basil and a small amount of
mozzarella cheese; it was devoured by nearly all.

The PACE kids whipped up a batch of ratatouille with
the eggplant, tomatoes, zucchini, basil and oregano
all picked from the garden.

Mrs Marion 's (Anderson) 1st grade class explored all
kinds of things in the garden: compost, corn worms,
pollination, pumpkins.

Some up and coming activities include 2nd grade cloth
dying using beets, 1st grade harvesting and popping corn
and Kindergarten doing pum pkin math. Perhaps we will

also find time to grind some corn and collect dried
beans, just as the pioneers and early settlers might have
done.

One last note, the winner of the " 1st annual guess the
weight and length of the zucchinis" contest was Alexis
Orozco. She will be taking home the prize pumpkin from
the garden!

The enthusiasm and excitement the kids have

while working in conjunction with the garden is a great
thing to behold.
